This course will introduce various concepts of nursing practice with
emphasis on Gordon's Functional Health Patterns ( FHP's).

Students will gain knowledge related to theoretical communication
skills, critical thinking skills, nursing process and will be expected
to incorporate theory into practice. Students will provide safe and
competent nursing care at a primary level.
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Fundamentals of nursing /2/
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This course introduces students to different concepts of nursing
practice with emphasis on identifying the patient needs, developing
communication skills and use of the nursing process. Student will
gain knowledge related to theoretical concepts, values, and norms
of the profession, while learning skills for providing basic nursing
care to patients in hospital setting. Gordon s' functional health
pattern (FHPs) will be used to assess patient needs.
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Physiology /1/
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This course introduces students to the function of the human body.
Knowledge of physiology will provide a better understanding and
integration to theoretical & clinical practice in nursing care
situation.
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Physiology /2/
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This course introduces students to the function of the human body.

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Applied Anatomy /1/
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This course introduces students to the external and internal structure
and the physical relationships between body parts. Knowledge of
Anatomy will provide a better understanding and integration to
theoretical & clinical practice in nursing care situation.
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Applied Anatomy /2/
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This course introduces students to the external and internal structure
and the physical relationships between body parts. Knowledge of
Anatomy will provide a better understanding and integration to
theoretical & clinical practice in nursing care situation.
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Foreign Language /1/

Bio- Organic Chemistry

This course is intended to provide the health professional with an
understanding of the major organic substances of living organisms,
proteins, carbohydrates and lipids, their structure analyses and
biochemical functions. It also provide an introduction to the
chemistry of bioenergetics, metabolism, biosynthesis and molecular
biology.
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History, Issues, Trends, in Nursing
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This course includes the historical development of nursing
profession, health services systems, and discusses its position in
those systems. Moreover, this course also discusses the image of
nursing in the society and its effects on the profession, in addition,
the roles which devise nursing profession and rights of individual in
health and illness; as well, it is an introduction to the concept of
Ethics. It provides opportunities for discussion of concepts on
moral, ethical, legal and professional responsibilities of nurses,
patients, and institutions. Furthermore, this course addresses to
history of nursing in Syria, Arab countries, and the world,
additionally it will help the students to identify ethical concerns and
try to contribute in nursing practice.
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Applied sciences
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This course focuses on the scientific principles and concepts from
Physics and Chemistry and their applications to nursing practice.
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Adult Nursing /1/
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This course aimed to furnish learners with the knowledge and skills
to care for an adult patient admitted to the hospital with a disease
condition. It emphasizes on effective utilization of nursing process
to provide care to the client and facilitate them in restoration of
optimum health. Assessment Tool has been utilized as a tool for
recognizing the responses towards disease process on individuals
and their families and plan care accordingly. Specific nursing skills
and procedures necessary to care for ill patients are included.
Learners are exposed to the variety of clinical settings to integrate
theory into practice under supervision.
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Adult Nursing /2/
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This course provides opportunities to learners to give safe &
competent care for patients with various systems of Human body.
They are assisted in development of critical thinking and nursing
judgment while caring for a wide variety of patients including
those who require long term care with emphasis on patient teaching
and discharge planning .
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Health Nursing assessment
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An introduction to the content and skills needed to assess the basic
health status of individual and community.

These skills can be applied to nursing care in a wide variety of
clinical settings. This course emphasizes history taking and physical
examination skills.
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Pathophysiology
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This course provides learners with the opportunities to build on, the
concepts and knowledge about the endocrine& neurological related
disorders and their impact on the functional status of the body. It
also deals with the responses of the body that participate in
manifestation of disease. The usefulness of knowledge , skills and
attitudes to the nurse in his / her problem solving in the hospital ,to
determine factor in the selection and integration of the content
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Communication Skills
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This course deals with the most important decision skills which are
taught in human life, which depends on it a large part of its
effectiveness and its impact and its impact and its success in life.
the importance of the decision of the fact that dealing with people of
the art of the most important. Therefore, the aim of this decision to
give the requesting information on the interface and communication
skills with patients.
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Pharmacology /1/
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The course emphasizes on knowledge about drugs, their
classification, therapeutic effects, anticipated reactions, toxic
effects, and abuse. At this level, the emphasis is on application of
concepts to patient care situations, including Patient assessment,
drug dosage calculations and ammunition, patient and Family
teaching and documentation of patient responses to specific
medications. Major emphasis will be placed on nursing
management practices that minimize Adverse effects and maximize
therapeutic effects for patients, including the role of the nurse in
pharmacological research.
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Pharmacology /2/
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The course emphasizes on knowledge about drugs, their
classification, therapeutic effects, anticipated reactions, toxic
effects, and abuse. At this level, the emphasis is on application of
concepts to patient care situations, including Patient assessment ,
drug dosage calculations and ammunition, patient and Family
teaching and documentation of patient responses to specific
medications.
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Behavioral Psychology
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This course will help the learner understand human behavior and
provide insight into one's personal attitudes, responses to everyday
situation and interactions. It will further assist students to
understand the way psychology can address issues concerning
various spheres of life.
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Microbiology
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This course is designed to furnish the learners with the knowledge
of basic Concepts and scientific of Microbiology .It is facilitates
the Learners to Learn the application of principles of Microbiology
in hospital, community and Environment.
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Foreign Language /3/
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This course is designed to the learners' reflective skill in reading
and using specified grammatical structures.t also improve their
presentation skills. It also gives them information about medical
terms and expression.
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Foreign Language /4/
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This course is designed to develop and enhance the learners' critical
thinking skills. The course also gives students practice in using
specified grammatical structures. It also augments their presentation
skills, it develops the student's knowledge about structure and
functions of body systems in English.
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Clinical and Applied Nursing
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This course is designed to build up the understanding of the role of
nutrition in the prevention & treatment of diet related diseases, both
in the community & hospital settings. And it will give and advances
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Environment Science
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This course taught to second academic year in the faculty of nursing
and aims to learning and training students on the comprehensives of
environmental sciences and pollutions that impacted on the
elements of main components of environment as follows, air, water
and soil. In addition to the sources of pollution and the healthy sides
effects resulting from the mentioned pollutions such as it diseases
and signs on human and other (animal and plants). Also it learns the
possibility of limitation of that pollutions, in addition to the
management medical residues starting from the first point of the
processes | e assort processing, collection from the source to
transportation and treatment and final diminished of these residues
and it bad effects on environment and humans.
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Maternity and Women Health Nursing
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This course will focus on the role of Community Health Nurses in
providing family centered care with focus on maternal and Women
health. Emphasize on family centered care, prevention of illness,
promotion and maintenance of health and rehabilitation. It also
provides students with knowledge and skills to facilitate care of
childbearing women and care of infants and young children and
women. The other important Primary Health Care component in this
course includes Family Planning and prevention of Communicable
Diseases through immunization.
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Health Education
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This course introduces the basic concepts of adult learning in order
to better understand one 's individual learning process and strategies
to facilitate the learning of others in various health care settings. An
underlying premise is that learning is a life- long process. Theory
will be linked with practical teaching and learning principles.
Learning will mainly occur through activities and participation in
class.
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Emergency Nursing
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This clinical course focus on identifying individual and family
nursing problems and predicting the compensatory, adaptive and
behavioral responses to stressful events Gordo's functional health
pattern is the framework used. Students will learn to deal with
patients in Emergency room. They are assisted in development of
critical thinking and nursing judgment while caring for a wide
variety of patients including those who require long term care with
emphasis on patient education and discharge planning.

Emphasis is placed on the utilization of nursing process in
extending holistic nursing care to the patients and their families.
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Child Health Nursing
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The focus of this is to develop knowledge, skills and attitudes in the
care of children in primary, secondary and tertiary settings.
Learners will apply concepts related to growth and development
and its deviation in all aspects of children’s health.
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Introduction to Biostatistics
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This course is an introduction to basic statistical principles and their
application to qualitative and quantitative research in health
sciences. Rules governing use of descriptive and inferential
statistics will also be explored in this course.

Geriatric Nursing
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Nurse plays an important role in holistic care approach to the older
adults in clinical settings. Nursing students will apply nursing
process, while taking care of older adult patients in the clinical
settings. This course will focus on recovery strategies during
chronic illness. It will emphasize on involvement of care givers in
rehabilitation of older adult patients.
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Methods OF Scientific Research
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An introduction to nursing research with emphasis on the research
process and critical appraisal of existing nursing and related health
literature .The course also stresses the application and relationship
of research to nursing, and administration.
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Nursing Ethics & Legislation
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The course provides the students with behaviors principles that
required followed up in the practicing of the profession, in addition
to identifying with importance applied legislations and illustrating
some behaves that may do not have fitted with the mentioned
legislations.
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Public Health
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Focusing on the concept of personal and public health as reflecting
on the performance of individual that lead to understood of society
health.
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Epidemiology & Infection Control
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This course is considered as the introduction to basics major
epidemiology methods. It concerns on the study of distribution of
diseases or events that beyond to public health in determined
society group and the study of the determined factors of those
diseases. As it includes the processes of control of infection in
hospitals.
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Mental Health Nursing
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This course will introduce a holistic approach in mental health
nursing by applying the nursing process for patients and families in
hospital settings. Personal and cultural perceptions, values, and
beliefs about mental health and related problems will be explored.
The need and relevance of community mental health care in Syrian
will be discussed.
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Nursing Administration
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This course is designed to prepare nurses for assuming Leadership
and Management roles within the Syria health care system.
Theories, processes, tools, and responsibilities of leaders and
managers will be explored along with their effective application in
clinical setting.
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Oncology Nursing
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The course is designed to prepare graduates with specialized
knowledge, skill and attitude in providing quality care to cancer
patients, their families and communities at primary, secondary, and
tertiary levels of care.
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Critical Care Nursing
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The course builds on previous nursing courses (Health Assessment,
Adult Health Nursing Il, and Emergency Nursing). It focuses on
concepts of Critical Care and analyzing client’s problems so
appropriate care could be planned with more advanced concepts.
Learners are expected to apply critical care concepts, nursing
process and implement evidence based care while integrating
pathophysiological, psychosocial, spiritual, and cultural concepts
and theories.
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Community Health Nursing
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This course will focus on the role of Community Health nurses in
providing family centered care with focus on maternal and Women
health. Emphasize on family centered care, prevention of illness,
promotion and maintenance of health and rehabilitation. Lt also
provides students with knowledge and skills to facilitate care of
childbearing women and care of infants and young children and
women .The other important primary Health care component in this
course includes Family planning and prevention of communicable
Diseases through immunization
